Section 1. Section 60-3,156, Reissue Revised Statutes of Nebraska,3

is amended to read:4

60-3,156 In addition to the registration fees for motor vehicles and5

trailers, the county treasurer or his or her agent shall collect:6

(1) Two dollars for each certificate issued and shall remit two7

dollars of each additional fee collected to the State Treasurer for8

credit to the Department of Motor Vehicles Cash Fund;9

(2) One dollar Fifty cents for each certificate issued and shall10

remit the fee to the State Treasurer for credit to the Nebraska Emergency11

Medical System Operations Fund; and12

(3) One dollar and fifty cents for each certificate issued and shall13

remit the fee to the State Treasurer for credit to the State Recreation14

Road Fund.15

Sec. 2. Section 71-51,103, Reissue Revised Statutes of Nebraska, is16

amended to read:17

71-51,103  (1) There is hereby created the Nebraska Emergency18

Medical System Operations Fund. The fund may receive gifts, bequests,19

grants, fees, or other contributions or donations from public or private20

entities.21

(2) The fund shall be used to carry out the purposes of the22

Statewide Trauma System Act and the Emergency Medical Services Practice23

Act, including:24

(a) Activities activities related to the design, maintenance, or25

enhancement of the statewide trauma system; ,26

(b) Support for support of emergency medical services programs; ,27
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and1

(c) Support support for the emergency medical services programs for2

children; .3

(d) Financial support for the statewide patient care reporting4

system and trauma registry described in section 71-8248; and5

(e) Financial support for recruitment, retention, and training6

emergency medical responders.7

(3) The Department of Health and Human Services shall electronically8

deliver a report to the Clerk of the Legislature by December 31 of each9

year that includes the following information from the most recent10

previous fiscal year:11

(a) The amount of money appropriated to the Department of Health and12

Human Services from the Nebraska Emergency Medical System Operations Fund13

that was not spent and an explanation for why such money was not spent;14

and15

(b) The amount of money appropriated to the Department of Health and16

Human Services from the Nebraska Emergency Medical System Operations Fund17

that was spent and an explanation for how such money was spent.18

(4) Any money in the fund available for investment shall be invested19

by the state investment officer pursuant to the Nebraska Capital20

Expansion Act and the Nebraska State Funds Investment Act.21

Sec. 3.  This act becomes operative on August 1, 2024.22

Sec. 4.  Original sections 60-3,156 and 71-51,103, Reissue Revised23

Statutes of Nebraska, are repealed.24
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
