Statutes Supplement, 1971, be amended to read as follows:

29-2246, As used in sections 29-2209, 29-2215%5,
29-2216, 29-2219, 29-2246 to 29-2269, and 83-1,102 to
83-1,104, unless the context otherwise required:

(1) Association shall mean the Nebraska District
Court Judges Association;

(2) Court shall mean a district court, county
court, or juvenile court except a separate juvenile court
established pursuant to sections 43-228 to 43-230, _and

(3) office shall mean the OQffice of Probation
Administration;

(4) Prokation shall mean a sentence under which a
person found guilty of a crime upon verdict or plea, or
adjucidated delinquent or in need cof special supervision
is released by a court subject to conditions imposed by
the coury and subject to supervision;

(5) Prokationer shall mean a person sentenced to
probation;

(6) Probation officer shall mean any person who
supervises proltationers, except unpaid volunteers from
the community;

(7) Service shall mean the Field Probation
Service; and

(8) Adrinistrator shall &@mean the probation
administrator.
