AR ACT to amend section 17-512, Reissue Revised Statutes

of Nebraska, 1943, relating to second-class
cities and villages; to change provisions for

creation of improvenent districts as
prescribed; and to repeal the original
section.

Be it enacted by the people of the State of Nebraska,

section 1. That section 17-512, Reissue Revised
Statutes of Hebraska, 1943, be amended to read as
follovs:

17-512. The council or board of trustees shall
have power by a three-fourths vote of all mesbers of such
council or board of trustees to enact an ordinance
creating a paving, graveling or other improverent
district, and to order such work to be done without
petition upon any main-thoroughfare-that-connects-vwith-or
forms-a-part-of-the-state-highway-systes federal or state
highways in_the city or village OL upoh a _street _or
route, designated by the mavor and council or _bgard _of
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a_federal or state highway or a coupty road, and shall
contract therefor, and shall levy assessments on the lots
and parcels of land abutting on or adjacent to such
street, alley or alleys, especially benefited thereby in
such district in proportion to such benefits, to pay the
cost of such isprovement.

sec. 2. That original section 17-512, Reissue
Revised Statutes of Nebraska, 1943, is repealed.
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
