AN ACT to amend <section 28-844, Revised Statutes
Supplement, 1972, relating to offenses against
puktlic peace; to extend provisions to any
elected or appointed officials and include all

pelitical subdivisions; to provide a
restricticn; and to regeal the original
section.

Be it enacted by the people of the State of Nekraska,

Section 1. That section 28-8U44, Revised Statutes
Sugplement, 1972, ke amended to read as fcllows:

28-84u4, If any legal action shall Lte Ltrought
against any runicipal police officer or constable, or
county sheriff or deputy sheriff, or_any cother_elected_or
appointed official_of any_ _political_ _sutdivision, rLacsed

upon the negligent_error_ _cr__omission ecenduect of such
official while in the performance of taw-enforcerent his
lawful duties, the municipality or ccunty which enplcys
such official shall defend such cfficial against such
action and if final judgment is rendered against such
official then such municipality or county shall pay such
judgment in his tehalf and shall have no right to
restitution from such official. Any municipality, or
county, or_other political _suktdivision shall have the
right to purchase insurance to indemnify itself in
advance against the possitility of such loss under the
provisions of this section, and the insurance cmpany
shall have no right of subrogation against the official.
