AN ACT to amend sectionm 19-615, Revised Statutes
Supplement, 1972, relating to cities and
villages, particular classes; to change the
meeting frequency of the city council in
cities of the first «class; to repeal the
original section; and to declare an emeryencya.

Be it enacted ty the people of the State of Nekraska,

Section 1. That section 19-615, Revised Statutes
Supplement, 1972, ke amended to read as fcllows:

19-615. Cn the first Tuesday in June following
the municipal election in every even-nurbered year, the
council shall meet in the wusual place for holding
meetings and the newly elected councilmen shall assume
the duties of their office. Thereafter the council shall
meet at such time and place as it wmay prescrite &by
ordinance, but not less freguently than enee--in tuice
each two-weeks popnth in cities of the first class. The
mayor, any two councilmen or the city manager may call
special meetings of the council upon at least six hours'
written notice. The meetings of the council and sessicns
of committees of the council shall te puklic. & majority
of the members shall constitute a guorum, ktut a majocrity
vote of all the memters elected shall ke required to pass
any measure or elect to any office.

Sec. 24 That original section 19-615, Revised
Statutes Supplement, 1977, is repealed.

Sec. 3. Since an emergency exists, this act
shall be in full force and take effect, from and after
its passage and approval, according to law.
