AN ACT to amend section 60-1001, Reissue Revised Statutes
of Nebraska, 1943, relating to motor vehicles;
to provide additional montor vehicles which
s5hall be exempt from being identified as motor
vehicles of the State of Nebraska; and to
repeal the original section.

Be it enacted by the peopl2 of the State of Nebraska,

Section 1. That section 60-1001, Reissue Revised
Statutes of Netraska, 1943, be amended to read as
follows:

60-1001. All motor vehicles acquired by the
State of \Nebraska oxcept motor vehicles used or
controlled bv the Nebraska State Patrol or by the Public
Service Commission, the Game and Parks Commission, deputy
stat2 sheriffs employed by the Nebraska Brand Committee
and ' State Pire, Marshal ' for ' state law enforcement
purposes, inspectors employed by the Nebraska Liquor
Control Comzission, and persons employed by the Tax
Commissioner for state revenue enforcement purposes, the
exemption for state law enforcement purposes and state
revenue enforcement purposes being confined strictly to
the seven ajencies specifically named, and also except
such motor vehicles as are wused or controlled by the
Department of Public Tnstitutions or the Department of
Correctional Services for the purpose of apprehending and
returninjy escaped offenders or parole violators to
facilities in the Department of Correctional Services,
and transporting offenders and personnel of the
Department of Correctional Services and patients and
personnel of the Division of Medical Services who are
engajged in off-campus program activities, and also except
such motor vehicles as are used or controlled by the
military derartment, and also except such motor vehicles
as are used or controlled by vocational rehabilitation
counselors ind the Department of Health for the purpose
purposes of communicable disease control, eor for the
prevention and control of those communicable diseases
which endanjer the public health,_ _or__used _by_ _such
department _in_the_enforcement_of _drug_control _laws, and
also except such motor vehicles as are used or controlled
by the Department of Agriculture for special
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investigative purposes, shall be indelibly and
conspicuously lettered on each side thereof, in plain
letters of a contrastiny color or reflective material not
less than two inches in height and with not 1less than
one-fourth inch stroke, with the words State of Nebraska,
and followinj such words the name of whatever board,
department, bureau, division, institution, including the
University of Nebraska or state colleje, office, or other
state expending agency of the state to which such motor
vehicle belonjs and on the back therenf indelibly and
conspicuously lettered the words State of Nebraska in
plain letters of a contrasting color or reflective
material not less than two inches in height and with not
less than one-fourth inch stroke.

Sec. 2. That oriyjginal section 62-1001, Reissue
Revised 5tatutes of Neabraska, 1943, is repealed.
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
