AN ACT to adopt the State Clectrical Act; and to repeal
sections 81-553 to 81-579, Reissua Revised
Statutes of Nebraska, 1943, and amendments
thereto.

B2 it enacted by the people of the State of Nebraska,

Saction 1. This act shall bes known as the State
Flectrical Act.

S2c. 2. As used in this act, unless the context
otherwis2 ra2quires:

(1) Board shall mean the State Electrical Board;

(2) Farm shall mean any tract of land over twenty
acres in area used for or desvoted to agricultural
purposes;

(3) Class A master electrician shall mean a
parson having the necessary gJualifications, training,
experienc2, and technical knowledge to properly plan, lay
out, and supervise th2 installation of wiring, apparatus,
and equipment for electric light, heat, power, and other
purpose2s an1 who 1is licensed as such by the State
Electrical Board;

(4) Class A journeyman =2l2ctrician shall mean a
parson having the necossary gJualifications, training,
experienca, and technical knowledge ¢to wire for or
install 2lectrical wiriny, apparatus, and eguipment and
who is licensed as such by the 3tate Electrical Board;

(5) Special =2lectrician shall mean a person
having the necessary gqualifications, training, and
experienc2 in wirinjy for installing special classes of
electrical wiring, apparatus, or 2quipment or for special
classes of slectrical wirinj installations located in any
town or municipality which has a population of less than
one hundred thousand inhabitants and who is 1licensed as
such by the State Electrical Boari. Such special classes
of electrical wirinj installations shall include, but not
b2 limited to, fire alarm installation, well pump wiring,
irrigation system wiring, and security system
installation;
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{6) Class B master electrician shall mean a
person having the necessary qualificatinns, training,
experience, and technical knowladjs to proparly plan, lay
ouat, ani supervise the installation of wiring, apparatus,
and equipnent for systams of not over four hundred ampera
capacity for light, heat, power, and other purposes in
any structure wusel and maintain2d as a residential
dwellinjy but not 1larjgser than a four-family dwelling
located in any town or municipality which has a
population of less than one hundred thousand inhabitants
and who is lic2nsed as such by the State FElectrical
Board;

(7) Class B journeyman el=2ctrician shall mean a
parson having the necsssary jualifications, training,
experienca, and technical knowledje to wire for or
install =2lectrical wirinjy, apparatus, and =27juipment for
systems of not over foar hundred ampere capacity for
light, h=at, power, and othar purposes in any structure
used and maintained as a residential Awelling but not
larjer than a four-family dwellinj located in any town or
municipality which has a3 pooualatinn of 1less than one
hundred thousand inhabitants andi who is licensed as such
by the State Tlectrical Bnard;

(8) Installer shall mean a p=rson who has the
nacessary Jualificatiosns, traiaing, axparience, and
tachnical knowledge to properly 1lay out and _ install
electrical wiring, apparatus, ind 2guipment for major
electrical hnme equipmaat on the 10314 side of the main
sarvice in any town or municipility which has a
population of 1l2ss than one huudred thousand inhabitants
and who is licensed 13 such by the State Electrical
Board; and

(29) Inspector shall aean a parson cartified as an
electrical inspector by the board upon such reasonable
conditions as may be adopted by the board from time to
time. All state inspactors shall b2 approvad as such by
th2 boari. The board mav permit more than sne class of
electrical inspector.

811 Class A saster apd Clasa 3} journeyman
licenses shiall b= mandatnry and 11l special electrician,
Class B wmaster, Class B Jjourneyman, and installer

licenses shall be pernissive,

Sac. 3. Ther2 1s herehy eostablishead, within the
office of the State Fire Mirshal, a State Electrical
Division which shall b2 undar the alministrative control
of the State Fire Marshal and under the operative control
of the 2xecutive diractor of cuch Aivision. Th2 division
shall include a1 seven-member State Dlectrical Board,
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appointed by the Governor, with the consent of the
Lagislature, 111 of whom shall be rasidents of the State
of Nebraska. The board shall direct the efforts of the
executive director and set thes policy of the division.
One of such members shall be a journeyman electrician,
one shall be a mast2r electrician, one shall be a
cartified electrical inspector, one shall be a general
building or housing contractor, one shall be a registered
professional enjineer, osne shall be a representative of
the rural electric systams in the state, and one shall be
a representative of the municipal electric systems in the
state. The original m=2mbers of the board shall be
appointed within twenty days after the effective date of
this act, one member for a term of one year, two for a
tarm of three years, two for a term of four years and two
for a term of five y=ars, as determined by the Governor
at the time of the original appointments, and all
appointmants thereafter shall be for a term of five
y2ars. Any vacancy occurring in the membership of the
board shall be filled by the Governor for the unexpired
tarm. Each member of the State Electrical Board, before
entering on the discharge of his duties, and within
thirty days from the effective date of his appointment,
shall subscribe to an oath foar the faithful performance
of his duties before any officer authorized to administer
oaths in this state anil shall file the same with the
Sacretary of State. Tha State Fire Marshal shall be the
executive secretary of the board ani shall be responsible
for all books, records, and transcripts of proceedings of
the board.

Sec. 4. Members of the State Electrical Board
sarving on the effectivas date of this act shall remain in
office until their successors are appointed. Existing
rules, rajulations, forms, policies, and classifications
of special slactricians not in conflict with this act
shall continue until lawfully modified or repealed.

Sec. 5. The board shall have power to:

(1) Elect its own officers;

(2) Engage and fix the compensation of such
officers, inspectors, and employees as may be required in

the perfarmance of its duties;

(3) Pay such osther expensas as may be necessary
in the perfarmance »f its duties;

(4) Provida upon raquest such additional

valuntary inspections and reviews as it may deem
appropriate;
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(5) Adopt and revise rules and regulations
necessary to enable it to carry into effect the
provisions of this act and, in adopting such rules and
ra2julations, the board shall be governed by the minimum
standards set forth in the National Electrical Code,
issued and adopted by the Yational Fire Protection
Association in 1975, Publication Number 70-1975, which
caode shall be filed in the nffices of the Secretary of
State and the board ani shall b2 a public record;

(6) Revoke, suspend, or refuse to renew any
license granted pursuant to this act when the holder of
such a license: (a) Vionlates any provision of this act
or any rule or rejulation adopted pursuant to this act;
(b) fails or refuses to pay any =2xamination or license
ranewal fe2 reguired by 1law; or (c) is a master
electrician and fails or refus2s to provide and keep in
force a public liability insurance policy as required by
the board;

(7) Provide for the amonnt and collection of fees
for inspection and other servizaes; and

(8) Adopt a seal, and the executive secretary
shall hav2 the care and custody thereof.

Sec. 6. Thare is hereby established in the
state treasury the Flectrical Division Fund. All money
received under the provisions »f this act shall be
da2posited 1in the state treasury and by the State
Treasurer credited to th2 Electrical Division Fund. Each
mamber of the board shall receive the actual and
necessary expenses incurred in the performance of his
daties, to be paid out of the Electrical Division Fund.

Sec. 7. Except as provided in section 11, 13,
or 43 of this act, no person shall, for another, plan,
lay out, or supervis2 the installation of wiring,
apparatus, or equipment for ~electrical 1light, heat,
powar, and »ther purpos2s unless he is 1licensed by the
board as a master electrician.

Sace 8% (1) An applicant for a Class A master
electrician's licensa2 shall either (a) be a graduate of a
four-year electrical course in an accredit2d1 college or
university, (b) have hail at least one year's experience,
acceptabl2 to the board, as a licensed journeyman, or (c)
have had at least five years' experience, acceptable to
the board, in planningy for, layinj out, supervising and
installing wiring, apparatus, or equipment for electrical
light, heat, and powar.
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(2) An applicant for a Class B master
electrician's license shall have had at least three
years' experience, acceptable to the board, in electrical
work. No Class B mastar electrician's license shall be
valid except in regard tn systems of not over four
hundred amperes in ©capacity in structures used and
maintain=2d as residential dwellings but not 1larger than
four-family dwellinjys located in any town or municipality
which has a population >f less than one hundred thousand
inhabitants.

Secs '9. Except as provided in section 11, 13,
or 43 of this act, no p2rson shall, for another, wire for
or install electrical wiring, apparatus, or eguipment
unless h2 is licensed by the board as a master
electrician or journeyman electrician.

Sec. 10. (1) An applicant for a Class A
journeyman =2lectrician's licens2 shall have had at 1least
four years' experience, acceptable to the board, in
wiring for and installinj electrical wiring, apparatus,
or equipment. The board may by rule or regulation
provide for the allowance of one year of experience
credit for successful completion of a two-y=sar post-high
school electrical course approved by the board.

(2)  &n applicant for a Class B journeyman
electrician's license shall have had at least two years'
experience, acceptabls to the board, in wiring for and
installinjy electrical wiring, apparatus, or equipment.
No Class B journeyman's license shall be valid except for
electrical systems of not over four hundred amperes in
capacity in structures used and maintained as residential
dwellinys but not 1lacrger than four-family dwellings
located in any town or municipality which has a
population of less than one hundred thousand inhabitants.

Sac. 3 Any person hoslding an installer
license may 1lay »out and install electrical wiring,
apparatus, and equipm2nt for major electrical home

ejuipment on th2 load side of the main service.

Sac. 12. An applicant for an installer license
shall have completed a post-high school course in
electricity, acceptable to the board, or shall have had
at least one year's experience, acceptable to the board,
in electrical wiring.

S2c. 13. Th=2 board shall by rule or regulation
provide for the issuance of special electrician licenses
empowering the licensee to engaje in a limited class or
classes o>f 2lectrical work, which class or classes shall
b2 specified on the license. Each 1licensee shall have
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experience, acceptable to the board, in each such limited
class of work for which he is lic=2nsed.

52cC. 14. Any person may work as an apprentice
to> a licensed electrician, but skall do no electrical
wiring except under the personal on-the-job supervision
of such lica2nsed electrician.

Sec. 15. Tha State Flectrical Division shall:

(1) pProvide trairinj sessions for electricians
applyiny for 1licens2s pursuant to this act, which
s2ssions shall be held two consecutive evenings before
each licansingy examination is jivan. The purpose of the
traininjy sessions shall be to review electrical theory,
carrent rules, rejulations, codas, and laws pertaining to
electricians and other subjects deemed necessary by the
division. The Flectrical Division Fund shall be utilized
in carrying out the provisions of this section; and

(2) Designate six training sites in the state
which sites shall be the most converient and easily
accessible locations in th=2 state for those individuals
who attend to take th2 1licensing examination and who
da2sire to att=nd traininjy sessions. Such training sites
shall be chanjed bv the division before each examination
if such chanjy2 is ne2cessary to make the traininj progranms
more accassible to the applicants.

Sact. . 16, In addition to the =2ducation and
experience requirements imposed in this act and except as
otherwise provided in s2ctions 17 and 18 of this act,
eazh applicant shall, prior to issuance of an
electrician's license, pass a written oexamination given
by the board to insure his comp2tence. Such examination
shall contain reasonabla questions hased upon the then
carrent National Elactrical Cod2 and upsn electrical
theory. Whan answerinjg guestions bhased upon the National
Electric Code, applicants may ref2r to an ospen copy of
such code. Examinations shall be given at least twice
yaarly. No person failinj an examination may retake it
for six months thereaftar, but within such six months he
may taka2 an examination for a le2sser grade of license.
Any licensee failing to rencew his license for two vyears
or more after its expiration shall be required to retake
the examination before he is issued a new license.

Sec, 17. Any p=2rson having been examined or
having submitted satisfactory eviderce that he is
qualifiad to undertake and perfornm work in his trade or
skill, to> the end that any such work will be safely and
properly accomplished and4 installed in accordance with
approved standards, based upon minimum standards set
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forth in th=2 National Electric CZode for such work, shall
b2 licensa2d as hereirafter provided.

Sec. 18. An applicant for a journeyman's or
special 2lectrician's license who shall furnish evidence
satisfactory to the board that he has the requisite
experience, upon writtan application, payment of the
examination fee, and fulfillment of all other
raquirements stated in this act, may work as a journeyman
or special electrician until the next examination and the
announcement of the rosults of surh examination by the
board.

Sec. 19. All licenses issued under this act
shall expir2 on December 31 of each year. The following
fees shall be payable for examination, 1issuance, and
renewal:

(1) For examination:
(a) Class A master, twenty-five dollars;
(b) Class B master, fifte2n dAollars; and

(c) Class A journeyman, Class B journeyman,
installar, or special electrician, ten dollars; and

(2) For issuanc=2 of orijinal license and renewal:
(a) Class A master, ten dollars;
(b) Class B master, ten dollars; and

(c) Class A journeyman, Class B journeyman,
installar, or special 2lectrician, five dollars.

Sec. 20. Upon the death of a master
electrician, the board may permit his representative to
carry on the business of the decedent for a period not to
exceed six months fnr the purpose of completing work
under contract or otherwise to comply with this act.
Such repressntative shall furnish all public 1liability
and property damage insurance required by the board.

Sec., 21. To th2 e2xtent that any other state
which provides for the licensing of electricians provides
for similar action, the board may grant licenses, without
examination, of the same grade and class to an
electrician who has been licensed by such other state for
at least ona year, upon payment by the applicant of the
r2quired fee, and upon the board being furnished with
proof that the qualifications of the applicant are equal
t> the gualifications of holders of similar 1licenses in
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Nebraska.

S2c. 22. Nothing in this act shall be construed
to:

(1) Require employees of mnnicipal corporations,
paublic powar districts, public power and irrigation
districts, electric membership or cooperative
associations, public uatility corporations, railroads,
petroleum companies, petrochemical companies, pipe 1line
companies, telephon=2 or tel=agraph systenms, or enmployees

of affiliated companies performing manufacturing,
installation, and r=pair work for such employer to hold
licensa2s while acting within the scope of their

employment;

(2) Require any master electrician or journeyman
electrician to hold a stato2 licanse if he is the holder
of a valid license issu2d by any city or other political
subdivision, so lonj as he makes electrical installations
only in the jurisdictional 1limits of such city or
palitical subdivision and such license issued by the city
or political subdivision me2ts the requirements of this
azts:

(3) Cover the installation, maintenance, repair,
or alteration of vertical transportation or passenjer
conveyors, elevators, movinjy walks, dumbwaiters,
stagelifts, manlifts, or appurtanances therzto beyond the
tarminals of the controllers. The licensing of elevator
contractors or constructors shall not Le considered a
part of the licensing raquirements of this act;

(4) Require a license of any person who engages
any electrical appliance where approved electrical
oatlets are already installed;

(5) Require an 2mplovee, workiny for a single
employer as part of such employ2r's full-time staff and
not holding himself out to the public for hire, to hold a
license while actiny within the scope of his employment;

(6) Prohibit an owner of prop=arty from perfarming
work on such property or farm property which he owns,
excludingy commercial, industrial, or public-use
buildings, or to reguire him to be 1licensed under this
act;

(7) Require a license of any person in

municipalities which have a population of less than five
thousand inhabitants; or
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(8) Require that anyv person be a member of a
labor union in order to be licensed.

Sec. 23. Any person duly licensed by the State
Electrical Roard on the offective date of this act and
who has been engaged in the occupation of a Class A
Master Electrician, Class B Master FElectrician, Class A
Journeyman Flectrician, Class B Journeyman CElectrician,
Special Electrician or Installer in accordance with the
respective classification as defined in this act, shall
b2 granted a license at his 1level of gqualification
without =2xamination, and all such n2w licenses shall be
granted without additional fee or cost to the 1license
holder. Any person who has be2n engajed in the
occupation »f a Class A Master Electrician, Class B
Master Clactrician, Class A Journeyman Zlectrician, Class
B Journeyman Electrician, Special Electrician or
Installer in accoriance with the respective
classification as defined in this act shall be granted a
licens=2 at his level or qualification without
examination, All such applications shall be made to the
board within three months after the effactive date of
this act and upon payment of the prescribed fee.

Sec, 24, (1) All electrical installatioms in

commercial or industrial buildings, including
installations both insii= and outside of the buildings,
buildings designated for public use, and any

installations at the request of the owner shall be
subject to inspection as provid=4 in this act.

Sac. 25. State inspection shall not apply
within the jurisdiction of any county, city, village,
electric member or coop2rative issociation, public power
district, or public power and irrigation district, which
has adopted. or hereafter adopts an ordinance or
r2solution providing standards 2f electrical wiring and
its installation that are not l2ss than those prescribed
by the board or by this act, and further provides by
ra2solution or ordinance for the inspection of electrical
installations within th2 limits of such subdivision by a
certified electrical inspector. No person other than the
hslder of an electrical inspector's certificate of
qualification shall be appointed to act as electrical
inspector and to enforce the provisions of this act as
electrical inspector ani to enforca the provisions of
this act or any applicable resolution or ordinance within
his jurisdiction.

S8C. » 264 At or before commencement of any
installation required to be inspect2d by the board, the
master electrician, installer, special electrician, or
owner makinjy such installation shall submit to the board
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a request for inspection, on a form prescribed by the
board, together with a supervisory fee of fifty cents and
the inspection fees required for such installation.

Sac. 2l If the inspector finds that any
installation is not in compliance with accepted standards
of construction for safaty to life and property, based
upon minimum standards sat forth in the National Electric
Code, h=2 shall by written order condiemn the installation
or noncomplying portion thereof, or order sarvice to such
installation disconnected, and shall send a copy of his
order to th2 board and the supplier involved. If "the
installation or the noncomplving part thereof is such as
to seriously and proximately endanger human 1life and
property, the order of the inspector when approved by his

superior shall rejguir2 inomediate condemnation and
disconnactisn by the applicant. 1In all other cases, the
order of the inspa2ctor shall p2rmit 1 reasosnable

opportunity for the installation to be brought into
compliance with accepted standards of construction for
sifety to life and proparty priosr to the effective time
established in such ordei for condemnation or
disconnection.

Sec. 28. A copy of each condemnation or
disconnection order shall be served personally or by
United States mail upon th2 property owner at his
last-known address, and the master electrician,
installer, or special electrician makinj the
installation, and such other prrsons as the board by rule
or rejulation may direct.

Sec. 29, No e2lectrical installatinn subject to
inspection hy the board shall be newly connected or
reconnected for us2 4uantil there 15 filed with the
electrical atility sunplyinj powar 1 certificata of the
propecty »wnar »r iicensed electrician directiny the work
that inspection has baan rejuested ind that the
canditions »>f the installation are safe for energization.
In all cases when an ordar of cond2mnation or
disconnactisn his been issued against the installation or
any part thereof, prisr to «conn2ction »or reconnection
there shall als» first be filed with the =lectrical
utility supplying tha power a copy »f an ocder of the
inspector or the board dismissing such prior order of

condemnation nr disconnection or approving the
installation as being 1in compliance with accepted
standacrds of construction for ~safety ta life and

property, based upon minimum standards set forth in the
National Electric Code. Any suppliesr may refuse service
without liability for such refusal until such conditions
have besn m2t. With ra2spact to transient proj=acts, the
cartificate shall als» contain a certification that the
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r2quest for inspection has been or will be filed with the
board so as to be r=2ceived by it at least five days prior
t> the date and time enesrgization of the installation by
the utility 1is to occur, and that the request for
inspection states such date and time, and it shall be the
rasponsibility of th=2 board to have inspaction made of
such transient project prior to the date and time at
which the regquest stata2s enerjization is to occur.

Sec. 30. Anv political subdivision may make
provision for inspection of electrical installations
within its jurisdiction, in which case it shall keep on
file with the board copies of its current inspection
ordinancss or resolutions and codes. No political
subdivision shall require any individual, partnership,
corporation, or othar business association holding a
license fromw the board to pay any license fee. Any such
political subdivision may provide a requirement that each
individual, partnership, corporation, railroad, or other
business association doinjy electrical work within the
jurisdiction of such political subdivision have on file
with the political subdivision a copy of the current
license issued by the board or such other evidence of
such licens=2 as may be provided1 by the board.

Sec. 31. Employees of utilities may be
certified as electrical inspectors but they shall not
inspect their own work.

Sec. 32. Nothing in this act shall be construed
to require the work of 2mployees aof municipal
corporations, public power districts, public power and
irrigation districts, railroads, eleactric membership or
cooperative associations, public wutility corporations,
patroleum companies, petrochemical companies, pipe 1line
compani2s, telephone or telegraph systems, or employees
of affiliated companies performing manufacturing,
installation, and repair work for such employers to be
inspected while actinjy within the scope of their
enploymant.

Sec. 33. Upon inspection and approval by any
certified inspector, all liability upon any supplier of
electrical service for subsequent damage or loss arising
from any installation shall be terminated, 2xcept for any
acts of gross negligenc2 by such supplier.

Bac. . I, (1) As to state inspections:

(a) At or befora2 commenzement of any electrical
installation which is rsquired by law to be inspected,
the person responsibla for the installation shall forward
a request for inspection to the board completed in the
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minner prascribed by the board; and

(b) On installations requiring more than six
mdo>nths in the process of construction and in excess of
three hundred dollars total inspection fees, the persons
ra2sponsible for the installation may, after a minimum
filing fee of one hundr2d dollars, pay a prorated fee for
each month and submit it with an order for payment
initiated by the electrical inspector.

(2) Where wiring 1is to be concealed, the
inspector must be notified within reasonable time to
complete a rough-in inspection prior to concealment,
exclusive of Saturdays, Sundays, and holidays. If wiring
is conc2aled before rough-in inspection without adequate
notice having been givan to th2 inspector, the person
rasponsible for haviny enclosed the wiring shall be
r2sponsible for all costs resulting from uncovering and
raplacing the cover matarial.

(3) Inspections shall b2 made within one week of
the appropriate reguest. When necessarv, circuits may be
energized by the authorized installar prior to inspection
but the installation shall remain subject to condemnation
and disconnection.

Sec. 35. (1) A1l state electrical inspection
fees shall be due and payable to the board at or before
commencement of the installation and shall be forwarded
with the request for inspection. Inspection fees
provided in this section shall nnt apply within the
jurisdiction of any county, citv, or village or service
area of any public power district, public power and
irrijation district, or electric membership or
cooperative association, if it has adopted an ordinance
or resdlution as set forth in this act.

(2) Fees shall be paid according to the following
schedulsa:

(a) Minimum fee for each separate inspection of
an installation, replacement, altsration, or rcpair, four
dollars;

(b) Services, change of services, temporary
sarvices, additions, alterations, or repairs on either
primary or secondary services shall be computed

sa2parateasly;

(c) Zero to sixty ampere capacity, four dollars
and fifty cents;
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(4) Sixty-one to one hunired ampere capacity, six
dollars;

(e) One hundred one to two hundred ampere
capacity, seven dollars and fifty cents;

(F) For each additionil one hundred ampere
capacity or fraction thereof, eight dollars; and

(3) The maximum fee for any inspection shall not
exceed that fee <charged for a four thousand ampere
capacity.

(3) When more than one inspoaction is required for
an installation or, when an inspection is requested by an
owner, th= minimum fe2 per inspection shall be four
dsllars.

Sec. 36. Whan an elactrical inspector finds
that a naw installation or part of a new installation
that is not energized is not in compliance with accepted
standards of construction, based upon minimum standards
sat forth in the National Electric Code, he shall, if the
installation or the noncomplyinj part thereof is such as
t> serinusly and proxinately endanger human 1life and
property if energized, order, with the approval of his
superiosr, immediate condemnation of the installation or
noncomplyiny part. When th2 person responsible for
miking the installation s» condemned is notified, he
shall promptly proceed to make the corrections cited in
the condemnation order.

Sec. 37. TIf the electrical inspector finds that
a new installation that is energjized is not in compliance
with accepted standards of construction, he shall, if the
installation or th2 noncomplyinjy part thereof is such as
t> seriosusly and proxinately endanger human 1life and
property, order immediate disconrection of the
installation or noncomplying part. When the person
rasponsible for makinjy the installation so ordered
disconnected is notified, he shall promptly proceed to
make th2 corrections cited in the order.

Sec. 38. When a noncomplying installation,
whether =2narjized or not, is not proximatzely dangerouas to
human life and property, the inspactor shall issue a
correction order, orderingy the owner or electrician to
make tha installation comply with accepted standards of
construction for safety to life and property, based upon
minimum standards s2t forth in the National Electric
Code, noting specifically what changes are required. The
order shall specify a date, not less than ten nor more
than seventeen calendar days from the date of the order,
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when a final inspection shall he made. Tf at the time of
the final inspection the installation has not been
brought into compliance, a condemnation or disconnection
order may be issued by the inspactor with the approval of
his superior. The board may assist the owner in
retainingy another person 1lic2nsedi and qualified to
correct the deficiencies noted. When the installation is
brought into complianz2 to thz satisfaction of the
inspectar, such correction order shall be immediately
countermanded. Any supplier of electrical service
complyiny with any order of an electrical inspector shall
be relieved of all 1liability in cases of subsaquent
damage or loss arising from any cause, except acts of
gross nejligence by such suppliar.

Sec. 33. A correction order of an inspector
properly issu=sd may ba cnunterminded or extended by the
inspector or his supervisor. Any interest=d party may
demand that an onutstandiny order be countermanded or
extended. Such demand shall be iu writing and shall be
addressed t> the board. If the request to countermand an
order is rejected it shall be don2 so in wciting within
tan days.

Sec. 40. (1) The procedures prescribed by
sactions 35 to 38 of this act shall constitute the
axclusiva administrative ramedies for preventingy

connection or reguirinj disconn=2ction of the supply of
electrical power to premises.

(2) Condemnition, disconnection, and correction
orders shall be issued on forms prescribed by the board.

(3) A correction order made pursuant to section
33 of this act shall be served parsoanally »r by United
States mail onlvy upon the master electrician, installer,
special electrician, or owner. All othar orders shall be
sa2rved personally or by United States mail upon the
property owner and the master electrician, installer, or
special clectrician making the installation.

(4) The powar supplier shall be served any time
an order reajuires immediate disconnection or prohibits
enerjyizing an installation.

(5) Sarvice by uUnited Stat2s mail is complete
upon mailing, but three days shall be added to the
prescribed time whenevar the party seorved is required to
d> some act or entitled to respond thereto.

Sec. 41. (1) Any person  ajjrieved by a
co>ndemnation or disconnaction order issued may appeal
therefrom by filinjy a written notice of appeal with the
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board within ten days after the date the order was served
upon the owner or within ten days after the order was
filed with the boardi, whichever is later.

(2) Upon receipt of the notice of appeal from a
condemnation or disconnection order because the
electrical installation is danj2rous to life and
property, the order appealed from shall not be stayed
unless countermanded by the board.

(3) Upon receipt of notice of appeal from a
condemnation or disconnection order because the
electrical installation is not in compliance with
accepted staniards of construction for safety to life and
property, the order app=zaled from shall be stayed until
final decision of the board and the board shall notify
the property owner and the master electrician, installer,
or special electrician making the installation. The
paower supplier shall also he notified in those instances
in which the order has been served on him.

Sec. Wu2. (1) Upon receipt of a notice of
appeal, the chairman or executive secretary of the board
may designate a hearing officer from among the board
members to hear the appeal or may set the matter for
hearing before the full board at its next regular
meeting. A majority of the board shall make the
dacision.

(2) Upon receiving the notice of appeal, the
board shall notify all persons served with the order
appealed from. Such persons may join in the hearing and
give testimony in their own behalf. The board shall set
the hearing date on a date not more than fourteen days
after raceipt of the notice of appeal unless othervise
ajreed by the interasted parties and the board.

Sac. U43. Tt shall be a misdemeanor knowingly
and willfully to commit, or to order, instruct, or direct
another to commit, any o>f the following acts:

(1) To make a false statement in any 1license
application, request Ffor inspection, coartificate, or
othar lawfully authorized or required form or statement
provided by this act;

(2) To perform electrical work for another
without a proper license for such work;

(3) To fail to file a request for inspection when
raquired;
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(4) To interfere with, or refuse entry to, an
inspector lawfully anjajed in the performance of his
daties; »r

(5) To violate any lawful rule, rejulation, or
order of the board.

Any person juilty of a misdemeanor under this act
shall be fined not less than ten dollars nor more than
five hundred dollars, or b2 imprisoned in the county jail
for not more than ninety days, or b2 both so fined and
iaprisoned.

Sec. 44, The provisions of this act relating to
state inspections, condemnations of electrical
installation, and disconnections shall not apply to any
electrical installations in those areas outside of the
corporate limits of cities and villages, except in the
case of commercial, industrial, and public buildings, nor
shall the provisions of this act relating to 1licensing
apply in exempted areas.

Sec. 45. That sections 81-553 to 81-570,
