AN ACT relating to mopeds; to amend section 60-501,
Reissue Pevised Statutes »of Nebraska, 1943,
sections 39-602, 39-666, and 60-301, Revised
Statutes Suoplement, 1978, and section 60-407,
Revised Statutes Supplement, 1978, as amended
by section S, Legislative Bill 4, Eighty-sixth

Legislature, 1979; to define a tern; to
prnvide for the regulation and operation of
mopeds as prescribped; to require certain
equipment; to orovide penalties; to repeal the
original sections; and to declare an
emergency.

Be it enacted bv the people of the State of Nebraska,

Section 1. That section 39-502, Revised Statutes
Supplement, 1978, be amended to read as follows:

39-602. As used in sections 39-601 to 39-6,122
and in Chapter 39, unless the context otherwise requires:

(1) Acceleration or deceleration lane shall mean
a supplementary lane of a highway laned for traffic,
which adjoins the traveled 1lanes of a highway and
connects an avoproach or exit road with such highway;

(2) Alley shall mean a highway intended to
provide access to the rear or side of lots or buildings
in urban districts and not intended for +the purpose of
through vehicular traffics

(3) Approach or exit road shall mean any highway
or ranp designed and used solely for the purpose of
providing ingress or egress to or from an interchange or
rest area of a highway. An aporoach road shall begin at
the point where it intersects with any highway not a part
of the highway for which suchk approach road orovides
access, and shall terminate at the point vhere it merges
with an acceleration lane of a highway. An exit road
shall begin at the point where it 1intersects with a
deceleration lane of a highway and shall terminate at the
point where it intersects any highway not a part of a
highway from which the exit ronad provides egress;

(4) Arterial street shall mean any Onited States
or state aumbered route, controlled access highway, or
other major radial or circumferential highway designated
by local authorities within their respective
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jurisdictions as part of a major arterial systenm of
highways;

(5) Authorized emergency vehicle shall mean such
fire departament vehicles, police vehicles, and anmbulances
as are publicly owned, and such other publicly or
privately-owned vehicles as are designated by the
director;

(6) Bicycle shall mean every device propelled
solely by human power upon which any person wmay ride,
having two tandem wheels either of which 1is wore than
fourteen inches in diameter;

(7) Bus shall mean every motor vehicle designed
for carrying more than ten passengers and used for the
transportation of persons, and every motor vehicle, other
than a taxicab, designed and used for the transportation
of persons for compensation;

(8) Business district shall mean the territory
contiguous to and including a highway when within any six
hundred feet along such highway there are buildings in
use for business or industrial opurposes, including but
not limited to hotels, banks, office buildings, railroad
stations, or public buildings which occupy at least three
hundred feet of frontage on one side of three hundred
feet collectively on bhoth sides of a highway:

(9) Cabin trailer shall mean a trailer or
semitrailer which is designed, constructed, and equipped
as a dwelling place, living abode, or sleeping nvplace,
whether used for such purposes or instead permanently orC
temporarily for the advertising, sale, display, or
promotion of merchandise or services, or for any other
commercial purpose except transportation of property for
hire or transportation of proverty for distribution by a
private carrier. Cabin trailer shall not mean a trailer
or semitrailer which is permanently attached to real
estate. There shall be three classes of cabin trailers:

(a) Travel trailer which shall 1include cabin
trailers not more than eight feet in width nor more than
forty feet in length from front hitch to rear bumper;

(b) Mobile home which shall include cabin
trailers more than eight feet in width or more than forty
feet in length; and

{c) Camping trailer which shall include cabin
trailers eight feet or less in width and £forty feet or
less in length and adjusted mechanically smaller for
towing;
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(10) Cancellation of operator's license shall
mean the annulment or termination by formal action of the
department of a person's license because of some error or
defect in such license or because the licensee 1is 1o
longer entitled to such license, and without prejudice to
apolication for a new license which may be made at any
time after such cancellation;

(11) Compressed gas shall - mean any gaseous or
vaoorous material or mixture <confined in a container
under either an absolute pressure exceeding forty pounds
per sjuare inch a* seventy dJdegrees TFahrenheit, »r an
absolute pressure exceeding one hundred four pounds per
square ‘'inch at one hundred thirty degrees Fahrenheit, or
both, or any liquid flammable material having a Reid
Vapor Pressure exceeding forty pounds »per square inch
absolute at one hundred degrees Fahrenheit;

(12) Controlled access highway shall mean every
highwavy or roadway 1in respect to which owners or
occupants of abutting lands and other persons have no
legal right of access to or egress from except at such
points only and in such manner as may be determined by
the public authority having Jjurisdiction over such
highway;

(13) Crosswalk shall mean:

(a) That part of a roadway at an intersection
included within the connections of the lateral 1lianes of
the sidewalks on opposite sides of such roadway measured
from the curbs or, in the absence of curbs, from the edge
of the roadway; or

(b) Any portion of a roadway at an intersection
or elsevhere distinctly designated by competent authority
and marked for pedestrian crossing by 1lines, signs, or
other devices;

(14) Corrosive 1liquid shall mean an acid,
alkaline caustic liquid, or other liguid which, w#hen in
contact with living tissue, will cause severe damage to
such tissue by chemical action, or will materially damage
or destroy other materials by chemical action, or which
is liable to cause fire when 1in contact with organic
matter or with certain chemicals;

(15) Daytime shall mean that period of time
between sunrise and sunset;

(16) Dealer shall mean any person engaged in the
business of buyin7, selling, or exchanging vehicles who
has an established place of business for such purpose in
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this state and to whom current dealer registration
license plates have been issued by the departaent;

(17) Department shall mean the Department of
Motor TVehicles;

(18) Director shall mean the Director of Motor
Vehicles;

(19) Divided highway shall mean a highway with
separated roadways for traffic in opposite directions;

(20) Ddrag race shall mean the operation of two or
more vehicles from a point side by side at accelerating
speeds in a competitive attempt to outdistance each
other, or the operation of one or more vehicles over a
common selected course, each startinag at the same point
and proceeding to the same point, for the purpose of
comparing the relative soeeds or power of acceleration of
such vehicle nr vehicles within a certain distance or
time limit;

(21) Driver's license shall mean any operator's
or chauffeur's license or any other license or permit to
operate a motor vehicle issued under the laws of this
state, including:

(a) Any temporary license or instruction permit:

(b) The privilege of any person to drive a motor
vehicle whether or not such person holds a valid license;

(c) Any nonresident's operating privilege as
defined in sections 39-601 to 39-6,122; and

(d) An employment driving vermit issued as
provided by this act:

(22) Essential parts shall mean all integral and
body parts of a vehicle of a type required to be
registered for operation on the highways of this state,
the removal, alteration, or substitution of which would
tend +o conceal the identity of the vehicle or
substantially alter its appearance, model, type, or mode
of operation;

(23) ZIstablished place of business shall mean the
place actually occupied either continuously or at regular
periods by a dealer or manufacturer vhere his books and
records are kept and a large share of his business is
transacted;
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{24) Zxplosives shall mean anvy chemical compound,
mixture, or device, the primary or common purpose of

which is to function by explosion, that is with
substantially instantaneous release of gas and heat,
including, but not 1limited to, gqunpowvder, blasting

powder, high exvlosives, and blasting caps, but shall not
include liquid pe*roleum or organic products, chemical or
mineral solvents, or other substances commonly classified
as flammable liquids or solids;

(25) Farm tractor shall mean every motor vehicle
designed and used primarily as a Zfarm implement for
drawing plows, mowing machines, and other implements of
husbandry;

(26) Final conviction shall nean the final
determination of all questions of fact and of law;

(27) Flammable liguid shall mean any liguid which
gives off flammable vapors at or below a temperature of
eightvy degrees Fahrenheit as Jdetermined by £lash point
from Tagliabue's Open Cup Tester, as used €for test of
burning oils;

(28) Flammable solid shall mean anvy solid
substance other than an explosive which is liable, under
conditions incident to transportation, to ignite through
friction, absorption, or moisture, or spontaneous
chemical changes, or as a result of retaired heat from
manufacturing or processing;

(29) Freeway shall mean a divided arterial
highway designed orimarily f£or through traffic with fuall
contral of access and with grade separations at all
intersecting road crossings, including all interchanges,
and aporoach and exit roads thereto;

(30) Full control of access shall mean that the
right of owners or occupants of abutting 1land or other
persons to access or view is fully controlled by public
authority having jurisdiction, and that such control is
exercised to give preference to through traffic by
oroviding access connections with selected public roads
only and by orohibiting crossings or 1intersections at
grade or direct private driveway connectioans;

(31) Srade separation shall mean a crossing of
two highways at different levels;

(32) Highway shall mean the entire width Lbetween
the boundary limits of any street, road, avenue,
boulevard, or way which is publicly-maintained when any
part thereof is open +*to the use of the public for
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purposes of vehicular travel;

(33) Home state shall mean the state which has
issued and has the power to grant, suspend, or revoke the
privilege to operate a motor vehicle on the public ways

(34) Identifying number shall mean the numbers,
and letters if any, on a vehicle designated by the
department for the purdose of identifying such vehicle:

(35) Implement of husbandry shall mean every
vehicle designed and adapted exclusively for
agricultural, horticultural, or livestock-raising
operations or for lifting or carrying an implement of
husbandry and in either case usually primarily used off
of any highway;

(36) Interchange shall mean a grade separated
intersection with ome or more turning roadways for travel
between any of the highways radiating from and forming
part of such intersection;

(37) Intersection shall mean the area embraced
vithin the prolongation or connection of the lateral curb
lines or, if there are no lateral curb lines, then the
lateral boundary lines of the roadways of two or more
highways, vhich join one another at, or approximately at,
right angles, or the area within which vehicles traveling
upon different highways joining at any other angle a@may
come in conflict; Provided, that where a highway includes
two roadways thirty feet or more apart, then every
crossing of each roadway of such divided highway by an
intersecting highway shall be regarded as a separate
intersection. 1In the event such intersecting highway
also includes two roadways thirty feet or amore avart,
then every crossing of two roadways of such highways
shall be regarded as a separate intersection; and
provided further, that the junction of an alley with a
highway shall not constitute an intersection;

(38) Laned roadway shall mean a roadway which is
divided 1into two or more clearly-marked lanes for
vehicular traffic: 3

(39) Llicense or license to operate a motor
vehicle shall mean tke privilege granted by this state to
operate a motor vehicle;

(40) Licensing authority shall mean the
Department of Motor Vehicles;

(41) Lienholder shall mean a person holding a
security interest in a vehicle;
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(42) Local authority shall wmean every county,
municipal, and other local board or body haviag power to
enact laws or regulations relating to traffic under the
Constitution and laws of this state, and generally
including the directors of state 1institutions and the
Game and Parks Commission with regard to roads not a part
of the state highway system apd within the limits of such
institution or of an area under Game and Parks Commission
control, but ontside the limits of any incorporated «city
or village;

(43) Mail shall mean to deposit in the 7Jnited
States mail properly addressed and with postage prepaid;

(44) ¥Maintenance shall amean the act, operation,
or continuous process of repair, reconstruction, or
preservation of the whole or any part of any highway,
including surface, shoulders, roadsides, traffic-control
devices, structures, watervays, and drainage facilities,
for the purpose of keeping it at or near, or improving,
upon its original standard of usefulness and safety;

(45) Manual shall mean the most recent edition of
the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices for Streets
and Highways;

(46) Manufacturer shall 1nean any person who
engages in the business of constructing or assembling
vehicles of a type required to be registered for
operation on the highways of this state at an establisked
place of business in this state;

(47) Median shall mean that part of a divided
highway, such as a physical barrier or clearly indicated
dividing section or space, so constructed as to impede
vehicular traffic across or within such barrier, section,
or space, or to divide such highway into two roadwvways for
vehicular travel in opposite directions;

(48) Median crossover shall mean a connection
between roadways of a divided highway the use of which
may permit a vehicle to reverse 1its direction by
continuously moving forward;

(49) Median opening shall mean a gap in a nmedian
provided for crossing and turning traffic;

(50) Yetal tire shall mean every tire the surface
of which in contact with the highway is wholly or partly
2f metal or other hard nonresilient material;

{51) ¥inibike shall mean 1 two-wheel motocr
vehicle which has a total whe2l and tire diameter of less
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than fourteen inches, or an engine-rated capacity of less
than forty-five cubic centimeters displacement, or a seat
height less than twenty-five inches from the ground, or
any other two-wheel motor vehicle orimarily designed by
the manufacturer thereof for off-road use only.
Minibikes, their owners and their operators, skall be
exempt from the requirements of Chapter 60, articles 1,
3, By S, andv'r;

(52) _ _Moped : shall mean _a_ bicycle with fully
overative »nedals for oropulsion__bv__human _Ddower, _3an

(18) Utility trailer shall mean a trailer having
a gross weight, including load thereon, of nine thousand
pounds or less, attached to a wmotor vehicle and used
wvholly and exclusively to carry aiscellaneous iteas of
personal property, which trailers shall carry on their
license plate, in addition to the registration aumber,
the letter X;

(19) Local commercial truck shall mean a truck
and combinations of trucks, truck-tractors, or trailers,
or semitrailers having a gross weight of twenty-£five tomns
or more and operated solely within an incorporated city
or village, or within five miles of the corporate limits,
which trucks shall carry on their license plates in
addition to the registration number, the letters LC;

(20) Farm trailer shall include any trailer or
semitrailer used wholly and exclusively to «carry a
farmer's or rancher's own supplies, farm equipment and
household goods to or from the owner's farm or ranch, or
used bv the farmer or rancher to carry his own
agricultural products, livestock and produce to or froa
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storage and market, and attached to a passenger car or
fare licensed vehicle, or used by a farmer or rancher to
carry ‘his own. dgricultural ~oroducts, livestock, -and
produce to and from market, which trailers shall carry on
their licerse 9plate in addition to the registration
number, the letter X, but farm trailer shall not include
a trailer so used when attached to a farm tractor;

(21) Motorcycle shall mean every motor vehicle,
except a tractor, having a seat or saddle for use of the
rider and Jdesigned to travel on not more than three
vheels in contact with the ground:

(22) Fertilizer trailer shall mean any trailer
designed and wused exclusively to carry or apply
agricultural fertilizer and having a gross veight
including load thereon of twenty thousand pounds or less,
which trailers shall carry on their license plate in
addition to the registration number, the letter X;

(23) Apportionable vehicle shall aean any vehicle
used in two or wmore Jjurisdictions that allocate or
proportionally register vehicles and are used €for the
transportation of persons for hire or designed, used, or
maintained primarily for the tramnsovortation of ©property,
except that such term shall not include any recreational
vehicle, vehicle displaying restricted oplates, vehicle
not required to be licensed as a commercial vehicle, bus
used in the transportation of chartered parties, or
government-owned vehicle.

60-407. {1) No license or permit to operate a
motor vehicle shall be granted to any applicant wuntil
such applicant satisfies the axaminer that he possesses,

If the
application to operate a motor vehicle reguired by this
act discloses that the applicant for such license suffers
from any other ohysical defect or defects of a character
which may affect the safety of operation by such
applicant of a motor vehicle, the examiner shall require
such apolicant to show cause why such license should be
granted, and shall require such apnlicant, through such
personal examination and demonstration as may be
prescrited bv the director, to show the necessary ability
to safely operat2 a motor vehicle on the public highways.
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If the examiner is satisfied, after such demonstration,
that such applicant has the ability to' safely  operate
such nmotor vehicle, an operator's license may be issued
to the applicant suktject, at the discretion of the
director, to a limitation to operate only such motor
vehicles at such time, for such purpose, and within such
area as the license shall designate. The director may,
at the request of a law enforcement officer, or vhen he
has reason to believe that such person may be physically
or mentally incompetent to operate a motor vehicle or
whose driving record appears to the department to justify
such examination, give notice to the holder of an
operator's license to appear before an examiner for
examination to operate 2 motor vehicle safely. A refusal
to apoear before an exanminer for such examination shall
be unlawful. Tf such license holder cannot qualify at
such examination, his operator's Llicense shall be
inmediately surrendered to such examiner and forwarded to
the director who shall cancel his license and oprivilege
to operate a motor vehicle; 2rovided, that a refusal to
appear before an examiner for examination after notice to
do so or to surrender an overator's license on demand,
shall be unlawful and any person failing to surrender his
operator's license as required by the provisions of this
section shall be guilty of a Class II misdemeanor. No
operator's license referred to in this subsection shall,
under any circumstances, be issued to any person who has
not attained the age of sixteen years but, upon
application therefor and oroof of age in the manner
provided in subsection (3) of this section, any such
person may take the examination required by this
subsection at any time within sixty days prior to his
sixteenth birthday.

(2) A verson who has not attained the age set
forth in subsection (1) of this section but is over the
age of fourteen vyears, exceot within metropolitan,
primary, and first-class cities, may be 1issued, by the
county treasurer, a limited peramit to drive a wmotor
vehicle, moped, or motorcvycle to and from the school
building where he attends school, by the nearest highwvay
or street from his place of residence, if such <c¢hild
lives a distance of one and one half miles or more £froam
such school. Such limited permit shall be used for the
sole purpose of transporting such person to attend
school, except that the holder of such a permit may drive
under the npersonal supervision of his parents or
guardian; Provided, such a permit shall not be issued
until such person has appeared before an examiner to
demonstrate that he is capable of successfully operating
a motor vehicle or motorcycle and has in his possession
an examiner's certificate authorizing the county
treasurer to issue a school permit. Any such person

of this section. All licenses anrd 1limited peraits
issued, as provided by subsection (2) of this section,
shall be subject to revocation under the terms of section
60-427, and anvy person who shall violate the terams of
such license or limited permit shall be deemed guilty of
a Class III nmisdemeanor.

(4) Any person who shall have attained the age of
fifteen years or more may obtain a learner's perait from
the county treasurer which shall be valid for a period of
twelve months and he may operate a motor vehicle on the
highways of this state if he is accompanied at all times
by a licensed operator who is at least nineteen years of
age and who is actually occupying the seat beside the
driver or, in the case of a motorcycle or_movped, if he is
within visual contact with and under the supervision of,
in the case of a motorcvcle, a licensed motorcycle
operator and, in_the case of a moped, a licensed _motor
vehicle operator.

Any person
under sSixteen years of age but not less than thirteen
years of age may obtain a tenmoporary vpermit to operate
such equipment for a six-month period after presentation
to the Department of Motor Vehicles of a request for such
temporary permit signed by such »oerson's parent or
guardian and payment of one dollar. After the expiration
of such six-month period it shall be wunlawful Sfor any
person under sixteen vyears of age to operate such
ejJuipment upon the public highways and roads of this
state unless he has been issued a special permit wunder
the provisions of this subsection. The fee for such
special permit shall be two dollars, and such special
permit shall be subject to revocation for cause.

(6) The county treasurer shall collect a fee of
one dollar from each successful apolicant for a school or
learner's pernmit.

Sec. 14. That section 60-501, Reissue Revised
Statutes of VNebraska, 1943, be amended to read as
fnllows:

60-501. The following words or phrases, when
used in sections 60-501 to 60-569, shall, "for the
purposes of sections 60-501 to> 60-569, have the meanings
respectively ascribed to them in this section, except in
those instances where the context «clearly indicates a
different meaning:

() Devartment n1eans Departaent of Motor
Vehicles;

(2) Judgment means any judgment which shall have
become final by the expiration of the time within which
an appeal wmicht have bpeen ©pverfected without being
appealed, or by final affirmation on appeal, rendered by
a court of competent jurisdiction of any state or of the
Onited States, upon a cause of action arising out of the
ownership, maintenance or use of any motor vehicle, for
damages, including Jdamages for care and loss of services,
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because of bodily injury to or death of any person, or
for damages because of injury to or destruction of
property, including the loss of use thereof, or upon a
cause of action on an agreement of settlement for such
damages;

(3) License means any license issued to any
person under the laws of this state pertaining to
operation of a motor vehicle within this state;

{(4) Motor vehicles aeans any self-propelled
vehicle wkich is designed £for use upon a highvay,
including trailers designed for use with such vehicles,
except = mopeds, traction engines, road rollers, Zarm
tractors, tractor cranes, power shovels, and well
drillers, and every vehicle which 1is propelled by
electric power obtained from overhead wires but not
operated upon rails, and o<f-road designed vehicles,
including but not limited to golf carts, go-carts, riding
lawomovers, garden tractors, all terrain vehicles, and
snowmobiles;

{5) Nonresident means every person who 18 "dot A
resident of this state;

(6) Nonresident's operating privilege means the
privilege conferred upon a nonresident by the laws of
this state pertaining to the operation bv him of a motor
vehicle, or the use of a motor vehicle owned by him, in
this state;

(7) Operator means every person who is in actual
physical control of a motor vehicle;

(8) Owner means a person who holds the legal
title of a motor vehicle, or in the event a motor vehicle
is the subject of an agreement for the conditional sale
or lease thereof with the right of purchase upon
performance of the conditions stated in the agreement and
with an immediate right of possession vested 1in the
conditional vendee or lessee, or in the event a mortgagor
of a vehicle 1is entitled to possession, them such
conditional vendee or lessee or mortgagor shall be deemed
the owner for the purposes of sections 60-501 to 50-569;

(9) Person means every natural person, firn,
partnership, association or corporation;

(10) Proof of financial responsibility means
evidence of ability to respond in damages for liability,
on account of accidents occurring subseguent to the
effective date of said proof, arising out of the
ownership, maintenance or use of a motor vehicle, in the
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amount of fifteen thousand dollars because o0of bodily
injury to or death of one person in any one accident,
and, subject to said liait for one person, in the amount
of thirty thousand dollars because of bodily imjurv to or
death of two or more persons in any one accident, and in
the amount of ten thousand dollars because of injury ¢to
or destruction of property of others in any one accident;

(11) Registration means registration certificate
or certificates and registration olates issued under the
laws of this state pertainingy to the registration of
notor vehicles;

(12) State means any state, territory or
possession of the UOnited States, the District of
Columbia, or any province of the Domirion of Canada; and

(13) The forfeiture o€ bail, not vacated, or of
collateral deposited to secur=2 an appearance for trial
shall be regarded as egquivalent to conviction of the
offense charged.

Sec. 15. That original section 60-501, Reissue
Revised Statutes of Yebraska, 1943, sections 39-602,
39-666, and 60-301, Pevised Statutes Supolement, 1978,
andi section 60-u07, Revised Statutes Supplement, 1978, as
amended by section 5, Legislative Bill 4, =Eighty-sixth
Legislature, First Session, 1979, are repealed.

Sec. 16. Since an emergency exists, this act
shall be in full force and take effect, from and after
its passage and approval, according to law.
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
