Be it enacted by the people of the State of Nebraska,

Section 1. The purpose of the Board of Zxaminers

in Veterinary Medicine is _to: (1) Provide_ _for _the
health, safety, and welfare of the citizens; (2) insure
that veterinarians _serving _the _public meet minimum

standards of proficiency and competency; (3) insure that
schools of veterinary medicine _and _surgery _meet _the
educational needs of the students and qualify students to
serve the public in a safe and efficient manner; and__ (4)
control the field of veterinary medicine and__surgery _in
the interaest of consumer_protection.

Sec. 2. That section 81-194, Revised Statutes
Supplement, 1978, be amended to read as follows:

The following agencies, boards, or
commissions shall terminate on July 1, 1979:

71-1001;

(2) Board of Examiners in Embalming, created by
sections 71-111 and 71-112;

(3) Board of Examiners in Physical Therapy,
created by sections 71-111 and 71-112; and
