Be it enacted by the people of the State of Nebraska,
Sectj.on 1. That section 71-1, I33, ReissueRevised Statutes of Nebraska, L943, be amended. to readas follows:
71-1,133. For the purpose of this aet the

In order to be oranted a license to practice
optometrv in Nebraska. oDtometrists qraduatind after
1985 and applyinq for a license in Nebraska and all
optometrists apolvinq for a license under reciProcitv
shall be certified bv the department to use
pharmaceuti.cal aqents for diaonostic Durposes and for
therapeutj.c purposes.

Sec.2. That section 71-1.135.01, Reissue
Revised Statutes of Nebraska, 1943, be amended to read
as follows:

That section 71-1,135.02, Reissue
Revised statutes of Nebraska, 1943, be amended to read
as follows:

71-1,135.02. (1) No optometrist preBeH€+y
licensed in this state on or after the effective date of
this act straII use toDical ocular pharmaceutical agents
in the prae€iee ef oPtonetry for diaqnostic DurDoses
authorized under subdivision (2 ) of section 71-1. 133
unless such person submits to the Board of Examiners in
Optometry evidence of satisfactory completion of aII
educational requirements as adopted by the department
upon the recommendation of the Board of Examiners in
OptometryT and has been certified by the department upon
the reiommendation of the Board of Examiners in
Optonetry as qualified to use topical ocular
pharmaceutical agents for diagnostic purposes.

(2) No optometrist licensed in this state on
or after the effective date of this act shall use
topical ocular pharmaceutical aoents for theraDeuti.c
ourooses authorized und.er subdivision (3) of section
71-1.133 unless such person submits to the Board of
Examiners in Optometrv evidence of satisfactory
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completion of aIl educational requirements as adopted by
the deoartment uoon the recommendation of the Board of
Examiners in Optometrv which are offered bv a school or
colleqe approved by the department and has been
certified by the department upon the recommendation of
the Board of Examiners in Optometrv to use topical
ocul-ar pharmaceutlcal aoents for therapeutic purposes.

Sec. 4. That section 7t-1,135.04, Reissue
Revised Statutes of Nebraska, 1943, be amended to read
as follows:

71-1,135.04. In issuing a license of renewal,
the board shall" state vrhether such person Iicensed inthe practice of optometry has been certified to usetooical ocular pharmaceutical agents fef diaqnost+epurposes pursuant to section 71-1.135-OZ and shall
determine an appropriate means to further identifv thosepersons who are certified in the diaqnostic use.of such
aqents as provided in subdivision (2 ) of sectlon
71-1-133 or therapeutic use of such aqents as provided
in subdivision (3) of sectlon 71-1-133.

Sec . 5 - That orj.ginal sections 71- 1, 133,
71-1,135.O1,'71-1,135.02, and 71-1,135.04, Reissue
Revised Statutes of Nebraska, 1943, are repealed.
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
