AN ACT relating to revenue and taxation; to amend section
77-27,157, Revised Statutes Supplement, 1984;
to change provisions relating to the Nebraska
Economic Forecasting Advisory Board's
membership and expenses; and to repeal the
original section.

Be it enacted by the people of the State of Nebraska,

Section 1. That section 77-27,157, Revised
Statutes Supplement, 1984, be amended to read as follows:

77-27,157. The Nebraska Economic Forecasting
Advisory Board shall consist of nine members, five of whom
shall be appointed by and serve at the pleasure of the
Executive Board of the Legislative Council and four of whom
shall be appointed by and serve at the pleasure of the
Governor. The original gubernatorial _appointees shall
serve for two b-year terms. Successive gubernatorlal
app01ntees and all leglslatlve appointees shall serve for
four-year terms. After appointments are made, the board
shall select a chairperson and a vice- chairperson from its
membershlp The chairperson and vice-chairperson shall
serve for two-year terms. The chalrperson of the board on
the effective date of thls act shall serve untll his or her
successor 1is select_ed_ Each member of the board shall have
demonstrated expertise in the field of tax policy,
economics, or economic forecasting. A majority of the
members of the board shall constitute a gquorum for the
purpose of transacting business and every act of a majority
of the members shall be deemed an act of the board. Board
members shall serve without compensation; but may be
reimbursed for actual and necessary expenses. as previded
in peetions B4-306-01 te 84-306-05 for state empieyees=
Board members appointed by the Legislative Council shall
reseive suc_h_rgli}::uis_t_ement out <_>f the approgrlatlon made
to the Leglslature s Fiscal and Program Analysis Program
Board members appointed by the Governor shall receive such
reimbursement out of the approgrlatlon made to the
Department of Revenue _hOE administration.
