repeal the orj.ginal sections, and also sections
60-409. 02, 60-4O9.03, 60-409.04, and 60-409.12,
Reissue Revised Statutes of Nebraska, 1943-

Be it enacted by the people of the State of Nebraska,

section 1. That section 60'4O9, Reissue Revised
Statutes of Nebraska, 1943, be amended to read as folIowE:

60-409. The applicatj.ons for oPeratorBl
licenses, school permits, or learners' permits shall be
filed with the county treasurer who is required to transmit
the same vreekly to the Director of Motor Vehicles' The
applj.cation shall be accompanied by a fee of ten dollara
from each successful applicant for an original or renewal
operatorrs Iicense issued under this act, except ?
PR€V*EED; that the fee for Iicenses which wiII be valid for
one year or less shall be three dollars and fifty cents,
the fee for li.censes lrhich trlll be valid for more ttran one
year but Iess than two years shall be five dollars and
fifty cents, and the fee for licenses which will be valid
for more than t$ro years but less tfran three years shall be
eight dollars. one dolIar and seventy-five cents of each
of the original and renewal fees for operators' Iicenses,
twenty-five cents of eactr of the fees for school permits,
and twenty-five cents of each of the fees for learners'
permits shall be credited forthwitb to the general fund of
the county and shalL be included by the county treasurer in
his fees as provided by Ia!,
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permit fees shall be remitted by the countY treasurer to
the state Treasurer and shall be credited to the General
Fund. Any ncttey ava*trable in thc Eriver BCueaticn Fuad cr
Auqrust 39; *98*r shall be transfcr;eC tc thc 6ene?al FulC=

Sec. 2. That section 60-2116, Reis6ue Revised
Statutes of Nebraska, 1943, be amended to read as iolIowE:
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60-2116. There is hereby created a MotorcycleSafety Education Fund ln the state treasury whi.ch shallconsist of money transferred pursuant to sections 39-221sand 59-4€9:eA 60-409 and such money as may be appropriatedby the legisGG. The fund jfratt Ue used for theadminj.stration of this act, to reimburse approved schools,businesses, or organizations for teiCning approvedmotorcycle safety courses as provided in section 60-2l-17,and to provide educational assistance pursuant to section60-2118.O1. Money in such fund may be used for transfersto the General Eund at the direction of the Legj.slature.Any money in the fund available for investment shall beinvested by the state investment officer pursuant tosections 72-7237 to 72-1269.
Sec. 3. This act shall become operative on JuIy1, 1986.
Sec. 4. That original sections 60-409 and6O-2f16, Reissue Revised Statutes of Nebraska, 1943, andal-so sections 60-4O9.02, 60-409.03, 60-4O9.04, and60-409.12, Reissue Revised Statutes of Nebraska, 1943, arerepealed.
