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AN AcT relating to cities of the first class; to amend
section 16-503. Reissue Revised Statutes of
Nebraska, 1943; to change a provision relatlng
to when the mayor may votei and to rePeal the
original section.

Be it enacted by the people of the state of Nebraska,

section 1. That section 16-503, Reissue
Revised statutes of Nebraska, 1943, be amended to read
as follows:

16-503. On the passage or adoption of every
resolution or order to enter into a contract, or
accepting of work done under contract, by the mayor or
council, the yeas and nays shall be ca}led and entered
upon the record. To pass or adopt any byJ-aw7 g-lt
ordinance or any such resolution or order, a concurrence
of a majority of the whole number of the members elected
to the council shall be required. The mayor may vote on
any suctr matter when his or her vote will provide the
additional vote reflired to create a number of votes
equal to a majority of the number of members elected to
the council. Bha+l be dee+6+ve aad the e6une++ is
equa++y Civided and the mayor shal'I, for the purpose of
such vote, be deemed to be a member of the council. The
requirements of a roll caII or viva voce vote shall be
satisfied by a city which utilizes an electronic voting
device which allows the yeas and nays of each council
member to be readily seen by the public.

Sec. 2. That original section 16-5O3, Reissue
Revised Statutes of Nebraska, 1943, is repealed.
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
