AN ACT relating to liabj.Iity; to define a term; and toprovide i.mmunity for certain acts ofdirectors, officers, and trustees ofnot- for-prof i t organj.zations -Be it enacted by the peciple of the State of Nebraska,
Section 1. As used in this act, unless thecontext otherwise requj.res, not-for-profit organization

shaII mean any not-for-profit entity which is exemptfrom federal income taxation pursuant to section 5O1 (a)
of the Internal Revenue Code, as amended, and listed asan exempt organization in section 5O1 (c) (2), (31, (4),(5), (7), (8), (11), or (19) of the rnternal RevenueCode, as amended, and whictr is engaged in one or moreactivities within thj.s state in furtherance of a purpose
for whj.ch it is organj.zed-

Sec- 2. (1) On or after the effective date ofthis act, any person who serves as a director, officer,or trustee of a not-for-profit organization and \"/ho i.snot compensated for hj.s or her services as a director,officer, or trustee on a salary or a prorated equivalentbasis shall be immune from civil Iiability for any actor omission which resul-ts in damage or injury if suchperson was acting wj.thin the scope of hj.s or ]rerofficial functj.ons and duties as a director, officer, ortrustee unless such damage or injury was caused by thewillful or wanton act or omission of such director,officer, or trustee.
(2) Nothing in this section shall be construed

to establish, dimini.sh, or abrogate any duties ttrat adirector, officer, or trustee of a not-for-profit
organization has to the not-for-profj.t organi.zation forwhich the director, officer, or trustee serves.

(3) For purposes of thj.s section, a director,
officer, or trustee shall not be consi.dered compensated
solely by reason of the payment of his or her actualexpenses incurred in attendj-ng meetings or in executing
suctr office, the receipt of meals at meetings, or the
receipt of gifts not exceeding a total value of one
hundred dollars in any twelve consecutive months.

Sec. 3. The indi.vidual immunity granted by
section 2 of this act shall not extend to any act or
