Mountain time zones.

Sec. 2. That section 49-1302, Reissue Revised
Statutes of Nebfaska, 1943, be amended to read as
foll-ows:

49-1302. *a the event of the repeal 6r
expiratien ef the Ene"qeHey Eay+ight 6aying Tine Enerqy
eonservation Aet of *9737 daylight tine Davlicrht time
for the State of Nebraska shall be in effect from the
+ast first Sunday in April until the Iast Sunday in
October of each year at such clock time as is prescribed
in the Uniform Time Act of 1966.

Sec. 3. That original sections 49-I3O1 and
49-L3O2, Reissue Revised Statutes of Nebraska, 1943, and
also section 49-1303, Reissue Revised Statutes of
Nebraska, 1943, are repealed.

Sec. 4. Since an emergency exists, thj"s act
shall be in full force and take effect, from and after
its passage and approval, according to Iaw.
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
