AN ACT relatj.ng to fees; to amend section 81-5O5.O1,
Reissue Revised Statutes of Nebraska, 1943,
and sections 7L-19O2 and 71-1903, Revised
Statutes Supplement, 7987; to eliminate a
Iicense fee for foster family homes; to
authorize payment- of certain fees by the
Department of Social Services; to change a
notice provision as prescribedi to harmonj.ze
provisions; and to repeal the original
sections.

Be it enacted by the people of the State of Nebraska,

Section 1. That section 7l-79O2, Revised
Statutes Supplement, 1947, be amended to read as
follows:

7L-19O2. No person shalI furnish, or offer to
furnish, child care for tr.ro or more children from
di-fferent familles without having in full force and
effect a written license issued by the department upon
such terns and conditions as may be prescribed by
generaJ. rules and regulatj.ons adopted and promulgated by
ttre department. AII Iicenses .issued trnder sections
71-1901 to 71-1905 shall expire one year from the date
of issuance and shall be subject to renewal under the
same terms and conditions as the original License. Eor
ttre issuance or rene\,ral of each license, the department
shall charge a fee of five dollars for fostef fani+y
heneeT twenty-five dollars for group homes, twenty-five
dollars for child-caring agencies, and twenty-five
dollars for child-placing agencj.es. A Iicense may be
revoked for cause, after notice and hearing, in
accordance with such rules and regulations as may be
prescribed by the deiartment.

Eor purposes of this section:
(f) Foster family home shall mean any home

which provides tr.renty-four-hour care to children rrho are
not related to the foster parent by blood or adoption;

(2) Group home shall mean a home which is
operated under the auspices of an organization r.rhich is
responsible for providing social services,
administration, direction, and control for the home and
whj.ch is designed to provide tventy-four-hour care for
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individuals in a residential setting;
(3 ) Child-caring agency shaII mean an

organization which is incorporated for the purpose of
providing care for children in buiLdings maintained by
the organization for that purpose; and

( 4) Chi ld-placing agency shall mean an
organj.zatiol) which is authorized by its articles of
incorporatj.on and by its Iicense to place children 1n
foster family homes-

Sec. 2. That section 71-1903, Revised
Statutes Supplement, 19A7, be amended to read as
fol lows:

71-1903. Before issuance of a license, the
department shall cause such i.nvestigation to be made as
it deems necessary to determine if the character of the
applicant, any member of the applicant's household, or
the person in charge of the busj.ness and ttle place where
the child care is to be furnished are such as to insure
erlsrlre the proper care and treatment of chj.l-dren. The
department may investigate the character of prospective
or existing licensees, any member of such a licensee's
housel:old, and the staff and employees of child care
facilities by making a national criminal records check-
The department may request the State Fire Marshal- to
inspect such places for fi.re safety pursuant to section
81-502. The State Eire Marshal shall assess a fee for
such inspection pursuant to section 81-5O5. O1 and
payable by tl)e licensee or applicant for a llcense-
except that the department may pay the fee for
insoection for fire safetv of foster familv homes as
defined in section 71-19O2. The department may request
the Department of Health to inspect such pLaces to
determine if they meet sanitation and health standards
set by the Department of Health for the care and
protection of such chil-dren. The authority to make such
investigations may be delegated to qualified local fire
prevention personnel pursuant to section 81-502 or
environmental health personnel, as appropriate. The
department may also, at any time it sees fj.t, cause an
inspection to be made of the place where any li-censee is
furnis)rj.ng clrild care to see tllat such business is belng
properly conducted-

Sec. 3. That section 81-505. 01, Reissue
Revised Statrrtes of Nebraska, 1943. be amended to read
as foIlov/s:

81-505.O1. (1) The State Eire Marsiral shall
establish and assess fees not to exceed the actual costs
for the performance of services by the State Fire
Marshal or by qualified local fire prevention personnel
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to $rhom the State Fire Marshal has delegated authority
to perform such services. Pr.ior to establishing or
altering such fees, the State fire Marshal shall hold a
public hearing on the question of the adoption of or
change in fees- Notice of such hearing shalI be given
at Ieast tveBty thirtv days prioL' thereto ( a ) by
publication i.n a newspaper having general circulation in
the state and (b) by notifying in writing the head of
any agency or department }raving jurisdictj.on over
facilities that trould be subject to the fees. Eees for
servi.ces performed by the State Fire Marshal shall be
paid to the state Fi.re Marshal and shall be deposlted j.n
the state treasury and credited to the State Eire
Marstral cash Fund. Eees for services performed by local
fire prevention personnel shall be paid directly to the
office of the local fire prevention personnel.

(2) The fee for inspection for fire safety of
any premises or facility pursuant to section 81-502
shall be not less than fifteen nor more than fifty
dollars and shalI be paid by the Iicensee or applicant
for a license. The fee for inspection for fire safety
of the same premises or facility made trithin twelve
months after the last prior inspection shall be not less
than fifteen nor more than one hundred dollars and shall
be paid by the Iicensee or applicant for a license. The
fees for insoection for fire safety of foster familv
homes as defined in section 71-1.902 mav be paid bv the
Department of social Services.

( 3 ) The fee for providing investigation
reports to insurance companies shall not exceed ttrree
dolLars for each report provided.

(4)(a) Except as provided in subdivisj.on (b)
of this subsection. the fee for revlewing plans,
blueprints, and shop drawings to determine compliance
with rules and regulations adopted and promuloated
pursuant to section 81-5O2 shaII be assessed according
to the follovrj.ng schedule:

(b) Ttre fees set out j.n subdivision (a) of
this subsection shall not be assessed or coll-ected by
any political subdj-vision to wllich the State Eire
Marshal has delegated the authority to conduct such
review and which revie!.rs plans, blueprints, or shop
drawings to determine compliance with s\lch political
subdivision's own fire safety regulations. Nothing in
thj.s strbdj.visj.on shall be constrtred to prohibj.t such
political- srrbdivj.sion from assessing or collectj.ng a fee
set by its governing board for such review.

Sec.4. That original section 81-5O5.O1,
Reissue Revised Statutes of Nebraska, 1943, and sections
71-7902 and 71-1903, Revised Statutes Supplement, 1987,
are repealed.
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
