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LEGISLATIVE BILL 601
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AN ACT relating to political campaigns; to amend section
49-1445, Reissue Revised Statutes of Nebraska,
1943; to require formation of a campaign
committee as prescribed; and to repeal the
original section.

Be it enacted by the people of the State of Nebraska,

Section 1. That section 49-1445, Reissue
Revised Statutes of Nebraska, 1943, be amended to read
as follows:

49-1445. Each candidate shall, upon raising,
receiving, or expending in excess of two thousand
dollars in a calendar year, other than the fee for
filing for office, form a candidate committee which may
be a one-person committee, that person being the
candidate. A person who is a candidate for more than
one office shall form a candidate committee for the
office for which the person is a candidate upon raising,
receiving, or expending in excess of two thousand
dollars in a calendar vyear, other than the fee for
filinag_for office. for the campaign for that office.
Any two or more candidates who campaign as a slate or
team for public office shall form a committee upon
raising receiving., or expendinag jointlv in any
combination., in excess of two thousand dollars in a
calendar year. other than the fee for filina for office.

Sec. 2. That original section 49-144S5,
Reissue Revised Statutes of Nebraska, 1943, is repealed.
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
