42-372, for purposes of remarriage as prescribed in subsection (2) of this
section, and for purposes of continuation of health insurance coverage as
prescribed in_subsection (3) of this section. a dec:gg_glssolv;nq a _marriage
becomes final and operative thirty days after the decree is rendered or on the
date of death cf one of the parties to the dissolution, whichever occurs
first. If the decree becomes final and operative upon the date of death of
one of the parties to the dissolution, the decree shall be treated as if it
became final and operatiye the date it was rendered.
