Any Fiscal Notes received from state agencies and political subdivisions are attached following the Legislative Fiscal Analyst Estimate.

LB 1360 creates the Court Security and Service Reimbursement Program. The program would be administered by the Nebraska
Commission on Law Enforcement and Criminal Justice which will make reimbursement payments to counties for specific court security
and service expenses. These expenses include the actual wage costs of deputies and their supervisors assigned to court security and
service. The bill outlines the eligibility criteria for reimbursement, including provisions for the calculation of actual wage costs and the
submission and certification of reimbursement requests.

The bill states intent to appropriate $12 million from the General Fund for the program and details the schedule for the distribution of
these funds.

Expenditures:

The Nebraska Crime Commission estimates that the implementation of LB 1360 will necessitate the hiring of two full-time Accounting Il
positions to manage the payments effectively. The amount of $167,095 in FY25 for this cost would be reduced from the total amount
appropriated, leaving $11,832,905 for reimbursements.

The Supreme Court estimates no fiscal impact.

Counties would have a revenue increase related to reimbursements received.
